RATINHO

VINHA DO MOSTEIRO DE SANTA MARIA DO MAR
SANTA MARIA DO MAR MONASTERY’S VINEYARD

A Vinha do Mosteiro de Santa Maria do
Mar foi adquirida pela Camara Municipal
de Cascais, em 2017, com o objetivo

de recuperar o vinho de Carcavelos

no concelho. A vinha foi replantada em
2019 com as castas tradicionais deste
vinho generoso num terreno com as
condicbes 6timas para o crescimento
das uvas: solos argilo-calcarios e
proximidade ao mar. Cultivada em modo
biolégico e regenerativo, com praticas
que promovem o sequestro de carbono
no solo e aumentam a biodiversidade,

a vinha do Mosteiro tem 2,7 hectares.

A casta Ratinho resulta do cruzamento
natural das castas Malvasia Fina e Siria.
No principio do século XX, integrava

o grupo de castas muitas vezes
denominadas por “Boais”. Da origem a
vinhos pouco acidos e com bom nivel
alcodlico. E particularmente sensivel

a podridio cinzenta, uma doenca
provocada por fungos.
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The Santa Maria do Mar Monastery’s
Vineyard was acquired by the Cascais
City Hall in 2017 with the aim of restoring
Carcavelos wine in the municipality.

The vineyard was replanted in 2019 with
the traditional varieties of this fortified
wine on land with optimal conditions
for growing grapes: clay-limestone soils
and proximity to the sea. Cultivated
organically and regeneratively, with
practices that promote carbon capture
in the soil and increase biodiversity,

the vineyard of the Monastery covers
2.7 hectares.

The Ratinho grape variety results from
the natural crossing of the Malvasia

Fina and Syria grape varieties. At the
beginning of the 20t century, it was part
of the group of grape varieties often
called “Boais.” It produces low-acid wines
with a good alcohol level. It is particularly
sensitive to gray rot, a disease caused

by fungi.
