POMAR DA QUINTA DO PISAO
ORCHARD OF THE QUINTA DO PISAO

O Pomar da Quinta do Pisao foi plantado

em 2020 e tem certificagdo de Agricultura
Biolégica. Segue os principios da Agricultura
Regenerativa, com praticas que permitem o
aumento da biodiversidade local e garantem

a fertilidade do solo através do sequestro e
retencdo de carbono. Composto por macieiras
e pereiras de variedades antigas, cedidas pelo
Instituto Nacional de Investigacdo Agraria e
Veterinaria, o Pomar tem um enorme potencial
de futuro por ser composto por espécies
adaptadas ao territério e as condicdes adversas
resultantes das alteragdes climaticas. A escolha
das arvores de fruto foi feita de modo que

a colheita aconteca em vdrias fases do ano,
reduzindo a necessidade de acumulacao e
conservacao artificial.

MACA | APPLE
Malus domestica
‘Repinau’

A maca “Repinau” é de pequeno porte com
frutos de pequeno ou médio tamanho, mas
muito aroméaticos e doces. Registam uma

epiderme amarela e frutificam entre agosto

e setembro.
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The Orchard of the Quinta do Pisdo was
planted in 2020 and has an Organic Agriculture
certification. It follows the principles of
Regenerative Agriculture, with practices that
help to improve local biodiversity and guarantee
the fertility of the soil through carbon capture
and retention. Composed of ancient apple and
pear tree varieties, provided by the National
Institute of Agricultural and Veterinarian
Research, the Orchard has enormous future
potential because it is made up of species
adapted to the region and the adverse
conditions resulting from climate change.

The selection of fruit trees was done in such a
way that maturation happens at various times
throughout the year, reducing the need for
harvesting and artificially conserving.

The “Repinau” tree is small in stature, with small
or medium, but very aromatic and sweet, fruits.
They have a yellow skin and bear fruit between

August and September.
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
